 Our worship service is usually about 70 minutes long and includes song, prayer, sharing 
about our ministry, and preaching from God’s Word.  We celebrate communion every 
other month on the 2nd Sunday of the month. 

 Children age three through first grade are invited to Children’s Worship.  The kids are 
invited to leave for children’s worship part-way through the service and remain there 
until the service is finished.  You can retrieve your children from the upstairs room  

 behind the front of the Sanctuary (go through the doors at the back end of the inner  
 garden area, up the stairs, and take a left).

 Family Night we meet together on the 1st and 3rd Wednesdays of the month.  We  
   have dinner in the Social Hall from 5:45-6:30.

 Providence Christian College - Accreditation Verdict: 
 It is my pleasure to report that our WASC-SCUC liaison called my office  
 early this week to inform us that the Commission supported and approved  
 the recommendation of the visiting team to affirm accreditation for  
 Providence Christian College for 6 years, through the year 2024.  Dr. David  
 Corbin, Dawn Dirksen and I met with the 7-member Commission panel on  
 Thursday afternoon in Berkley, California.   
 This panel was assigned to review our institutional team report with all of  
 the related materials and interviewed us for a brief time.  They considered  
 the private recommendation of the site visit team and affirmed our 
 accreditation for another 6 year term through 2024.  The official 
 Commission Action Letter with all of the specific details will follow in  
 about 10 days.  
 Thank you to all of our community of supporters for your prayers and for  
 your financial support.  As a result of your generosity, I am happy to report  
 that our year-end campaign was a success!  Providence was able to meet  
 the budget goal for the fiscal year.  While the challenge seemed immense,  
 God has remained faithful, and we trust that God will continue to provide  
 the means to sustain Providence.
